Ensure that the taps of the appliances are closed before opening the tap of the bottle or that of the system.
If you smell gas or if the flame is extinguished accidentally (in spite of the automatic cut off of the gas supply
in the event of the flame being extinguished), close the taps of the appliances. Create a draught to get rid of the
residual gas. Look for the cause of the problem.

Test the gas system regularly in order to detect any leaks.

Check all connections using a soapy or detergent solution, by closing the taps of the appliances and

opening the tap of the bottle.

If a leak is detected, close the tap of the bottle and repair it before further use.

The appliances consume the oxygen in the cabin and emit combustion products.

Ventilate the craft when appliances are in use.

Do not obstruct the ventilation ducts and at least leave the door open.

Do not use the oven or the hob as additional heating sources.

Lock the hob and oven in the off position when sailing to avoid any damage to the pipes.

Ensure that rapid access is maintained at all times to the gas circuit components.

Keep empty bottles disconnected and with their taps closed.

Keep the guards, covers, safety devices and plugs in place.
